2006 SPRING and SUMMER SKEET LEAGUES – RESULTS

The Bald Eaglet and Bald Eagle Registered Skeet Shoots
Our Club hosted the 5-gun, 50-target Bald Eaglet Registered Shoot on Saturday, May 13.  Despite threatening skies, 42 events were shot by 11 competitors from classes AA through D.  Heavy spring rains in the days prior to the competition dampened total shooter turnout, but the weather had no effect on the competitors themselves as many excellent scores were posted, including several perfect 50s.  Each of the 5 events progressed quickly and shoot-offs were completed by late-afternoon so that competitors could head home early enough to finish wrapping Mother’s Day gifts or attend graduations.  Paul Friesen was HOA and HAA Champ, while Gary Wipperfurth was HOA and HAA RU.  The Eaglet was designed as a one-day skeet registered shoot featuring all five guns with minimal target fees.  The idea was to compress a large 2-day shoot into one day while maintaining the intensity and flow of a 2-day competition.  The shooters agreed that these goals were accomplished and the shoot was a lot of fun.  The Club wants to thank the many SPT&S volunteers who pulled, scored, and managed shoot data during the competition, thereby making this skeet shoot inexpensive and successful. 
The Bald Eagle Registered Skeet Shoot, a larger 2-day, 100-target/event competition, was held at the Club on Independence Day Weekend, July 1 & 2.  An excellent turnout of approximately 40 shooters from Wisconsin and Illinois participated  during weather that was typical of July in Wisconsin - HOT and HUMID.  The windy but cloudless conditions on Saturday reduced scores (only four 100s were posted in the 2-day competition), but not the fun!  After the 12G, 20G, and Doubles shoot-offs on Saturday, a handicapped fun shoot appropriately named “Shoot for a Stool” was held for all participants.  The winner for the second year in a row was Pete Lorge (Marion, WI), who took home a brand new Winchester reloading bar stool, kindly donated by Recob's Target Shop of Prairie du Sac.  After the fun shoot, the beautiful July evening was capped off by an all-you-can eat dinner provided and hosted by SPT&S volunteers.  Dessert and fireworks were abundant !!!  On Sunday morning, conditions were perfect for skeet – calm and cool – thus, some great scores were posted.  Our Club President, Gary Wipperfurth, took honors as top gun by winning the HAA event by two targets.  A special thanks is extended to all the SPT&S Club volunteers who made the skeet shoot safe and enjoyable.
